	We will provide at least 2 coaches per year group. Including sports such as dance, multi skills, squash, tennis and cricket.
Staff will observe and make notes in order to create own lesson plans to be used at a later date.
The long term plan will
 in cooperate sport coaches. 
Cyber Coach licence will be renewed.
	

	To engage more SEND and PP children in sporting activities
	£1000 (SEND)
£4000 (as part of the afterschool activities)
	We will have a sports intervention group. The club will run for a 6-week block. The club will target the SEND and PP children. We will have a specialist coach to run the sessions and a school TA to support.

We will use outside coaches to increase the number of after sporting club opportunities.
Each club will include at least 25% SEND or PP children. 

	

	For all pupils to be able to swim 25 meter by the end of Year 6.
	£3000
	Years 3 and 4 will attend swimming sessions in the Autumn and Spring 1 term.
We will run Booster classes, for those children in Years 6, 5 and 4 unable to swim 25 meters in the summer term.
	

	To increase the number of sporting competitions and festivals.
	£1500 
	We will join the Sports Partnership and take part in some of the competitions and festivals. In school coaching, after school clubs and class teacher recommendations will lead to selection of children to take part in the competitions and festivals. Pupils from Year 1 to Year 6 will be included.
Links with other schools will be made to host in house competitions .
	

	To increase Physical activity during playtime and Lunch time.
	£4500
	We will join Sports Partnership. As part of this children are trained to be Sports crew members. Their aim will be to involve pupils in playground activities and games.
 We will continue to monitor the playground equipment. We will add and replace when needed. The marking on the playground will be refreshed to add games markings.
	

	For children to take part in 2 hours physical Education per week.

	We will assess and review the timetable ensuring all classes from Year 1 upwards have the correct 2 hour allocated time.
