Definition  

Christianity a religion based on belief in God and the life and teachings of Jesus  
Christ, and on the Bible 

Crucify to kill someone by tying or fastening them with nails to 
a cross and leaving them there to die 

Easter a Christian religious holiday to celebrate Jesus Christ's return to life after 
he was killed. 

Fasting a period of time when you eat no food: 

Holy Week the week before Easter Sunday 

Islam the Muslim religion, and the people and countries who believe in it 

Palm Sunday the Sunday before Easter 

Ramadan the ninth month in the Islamic year, during which Muslims take 
no food or drink during the day from the time the light from 
the sun appears in the morning until the sun can no longer be seen in 
the evening 

Resurrection  the act of bringing something that had disappeared or ended back into 
use or existence
