Dear parents and carers,
As I’m sure you’re aware, the Prime Minister has announced that all schools will be reopening to all pupils from Monday March 8th.
We have full and comprehensive plans for reopening. Our newly revised whole-school Covid risk assessment is published on our website and is available for all to see.
Covid-safe rules 
As part of our plan, it’s vital that all children continue to follow the school Covid-safe rules:
•	Bring your own water bottle to drink from
•	Wash hands regularly for 20 seconds
•	Cough or sneeze into a tissue and place the tissue into a lidded bin. Wash hands
•	After visiting the toilet, wash your hands 
All classes have hand washing rules, bubble rules and the Covid-19 poster prominently displayed. We will be spending time ensuring that the children are aware of these Covid-safe rules when we return. All rooms will be appropriately ventilated. Our enhanced cleaning policy will continue to be adhered to. 
Attendance 
All children in all year groups are required to return to school on Monday 8th March. Any children not returning to school will be recorded as unauthorised absences unless valid reasons are given. As usual, holidays will not be authorised. Any holidays taken during term time could, as per our policy, lead to fining. 
School uniform
Children will be required to wear their usual school uniform. As usual, we ask children to wear flat, black, sensible and sturdy shoes. The shoes need to have fastenings – laces, buckles or Velcro. This is so that the shoes stay on the children’s feet. (No slip-on shoes, please.) On PE days, we are asking children to wear their PE kits. We ask that the PE kits are the recommended blue or black track suit, white polo shirt and trainers. A school jumper can be worn too.   
Jewellery is discouraged, especially considering the enhanced outdoor and physical activities that will be in place from March 8th. Ear rings, if they must be worn, must be studs. Children will have to remove them to be able to join in with physical activities.   
The start and end of the school day
We will continue to use the one-way system around school. We ask that parents enter the school site on Armstrong Road and leave at the Ladybrook Lane exit. We ask that parents continue not to gather or socialise on the school site. Face masks must be worn at all times.
Our new bubbles
We will be operating two bubbles – the FS/KS1 bubble and the KS2 bubble. We will take all reasonable steps to ensure that key stage bubbles do not come into contact with one another.          
Lunch times
We are pleased to announce that we will be able to eat dinner in the dining room. Lunch time play times will be as follows:  - the FS/KS1 bubble will use the foundation stage playground and the area outside Y1 and the Oakwood room. The KS2 bubble will use the main playground.
