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                          Intake Farm Ducklings Class (Nursery) Summer 1 Newsletter      April 2025
Dear Parents/carers 
This term we will be looking at the topic of Mini-beasts and growth 
‘How will your garden grow?’
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In Literacy we will look at a mix of fiction and non-fiction books. We will be concentrating on retelling stories and thinking about what will happen next. We will be writing labels and thinking about writing simple sentences. We want to be able to say what we have written once we have finished writing. We will continue with our daily letter and sounds sessions using the Animaphonics scheme, concentrating on our letter of the week. Don’t forget to bring in something for the phonics table; it’s a good learning game to have a hunt around your house for things that begin with the week’s letter.  Please continue to work with your child on their name writing.   
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In Maths we will be adding and taking away, counting animals, estimating and predicting how many there are. We will be concentrating on reading and writing numbers and putting the correct number of animals with the number. The children will also put numbers in the correct order. We will be looking at positional language and finding 1 more and 1 less
In Understanding the World we will be looking carefully at the life cycle of a butterfly. We will look carefully at all the other minibeasts comparing their similarities and differences. We will talk about how to look after them and think about the best places for them to live. We will be visiting Whitepost farm to look at and handle different minibeasts.
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In Expressive Arts and Design we will be painting our favourite mini-beast. We are also going to make 3D models of them. The children also have free access to the creative area which they can explore and experiment with different materials to make their own art pieces.
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We have daily physical activity; children go out for at least 30 minutes a day. We ask you always to bring a coat/ rain mac (even if really sunny) The weather is warming up so please bring a sun hat. Please ensure that your child always wears sensible shoes. Sandals are not allowed in school even with socks.  PE on a Thursday  so please come dressed for the day. Trainers need to be worn with either leggings, shorts or jogging bottoms. Please ensure all earrings are taken out (tape over earrings is not allowed) and hair is tied back otherwise we will not be able to let your child join in.
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In PSED we will be talking about changes, looking at ourselves and how can challenge ourselves by trying new things
. 
Our aim is to make learning enjoyable. If you have any questions about the foundation Stage or concerns about your child, please do not hesitate to talk to a member of staff. We may not be able to talk to you straight away because of the safety of our children, but will talk to you as soon as we can. If the gate is locked, we will see you and let you in.
