· Share your child’s reading book with them daily. 
· Complete the home learning tasks provided by the class teacher. 
Key Stage 1 
· Read 3 x per week at home with an adult.

· Practise spellings for the weekly spelling test. 
· Complete a weekly writing activity.  
Key Stage 2
· Read 3 x per week at home with an adult. 
· [image: ]Access Times Tables Rock Stars at least 3 times a week for a minimum of 3 minutes each time. 
· Practise spellings for the weekly spelling test. 
· Complete a maths or English activity sheet.
